The art of sailing sustainably on a SEA CLOUD 
ship begins with a scene few travelers ever 
witness. Crew members step out onto the deck 
and into the rigging, climbing high above the rails 
as thick lines are cast loose and heavy sails are 
released. One by one, the canvas drops, billows, 
and is pulled into position. On deck, teams haul 
ropes through blocks and winches, tightening 
and trimming each sail by hand. The entire 
process takes close to an hour, and guests can 
follow every movement from start to finish.

There are no automated systems behind the 
scenes. No hidden motors raising the sails. What 
you see is exactly what is happening: a working 
sailing ship shifting from engine power to wind. 
As the final lines are secured and the sails fill, 
the sound and motion of the ship change. The 
engines quiet, the decks settle, and the vessel 
begins moving forward under its own canvas.

This is not a demonstration. These ships are 
designed to travel under sail for a meaningful 
portion of every voyage, using wind power 
whenever conditions allow. When weather or 
routing calls for it, modern diesel-electric engines 
take over, running on low-sulfur marine fuel to 
reduce emissions while maintaining reliability.

This approach shapes the entire journey. Smaller 
ships and quieter arrivals allow access to 
ports that large cruise vessels cannot enter, 
bringing guests closer to town centers and 
coastal communities. Excursions are planned 
in small groups and built around local partners, 
creating economic benefit without overwhelming 
the destination. Due to the small size and 
picturesque sight of our ships, we are welcomed 
in many ports that are averse to large cruise 
ships. For example, ours are among the exclusive 
few still permitted to sail and dock in Venice’s 
Grand Canal. 

On board, sustainability continues through 
reusable water bottles, glass straws, kitchen 
practices designed to minimize food waste, and 
reduced paper use via digital daily newsletters — 
we comp 10 gigs of WiFi to accommodate this 
green effort.

And as one of the only luxury fleets to still hoist the sails  
by hand, don’t miss the most authentic part of your journey  
when sailors scale 58 meters/190 feet up into the shrouds  
to release the heavy sails. It’s a rare part of the adventure 
few ever experience.

The design tells you everything, with every space 
shaped for how well-traveled guests vacation in high 
style on a classic sailing ship.

At the center of yachting life is our lido deck. It hosts 
the first coffee of the morning, the leisurely flow of 
breakfast, and the cadence of conversation as sails 
catch the wind. When afternoon fades, glasses are 
poured, and the lido becomes the social spot for 
aperitifs. With the sunset casting a coral glow, a 
pianist sets pre-dinner ambiance, and later carries the 
mood after plates are cleared. On SEA CLOUD SPIRIT, 
a deck-level bistro adds another layer, with a relaxed 
way to dine by day and sip under a starry sky.

The inside spaces of the SEA CLOUDs, inspired by 
original owner Marjorie Merriweather Post, offer 
warm, rich tones that feel stately yet inviting. A 
sunlit library, a lounge filled with the sounds of our 
Steinway grand piano — this is where books open, 
games unfold, and glasses of port are in hand. Wood 
paneling, generous seating, and wide sea views  
give the room the feel of a private club that moves  
with the tide. The upscale space is a venue for VIP  
speakers on Cultivated Journeys (see page 25).

Our small ships open the door to the spontaneous. 
Days may include an open-water swim, a Zodiac 
ride tracing the shoreline, or a private beach 
barbecue tucked into a quiet bay. Local flavors 
shape each gathering ashore, paired with 
snorkeling, swimming, and time to stay a while.

Back on board, the fitness room faces the sea, 
turning a workout into a horizon-level view.
